By-Laws of the
ASHA for Education, University of Toledo Chapter
Article I: Principal Office
The principal office of this organization is located in the University of Toledo.

Article II: Objectives of the organization

1.  To provide education to the poor and unprivileged children in India

2.  To encourage the formation of various local groups, both in U.S and India, to reach                              out to larger sections of the population.

3.  To support and cooperate with persons and groups already engaged in similar activities

4.  To raise the required human and other resources to achieve the group objectives.

5.  To provide opportunity to individuals based in the U.S who wish to participate in     ASHA activities in India.

6.  To address, whenever possible, other issues affecting human life such as health care, environment, socio-economic aspects and women’s issues.

Article III: Office bearers
Section I: Number of Office Bearers

The chapter shall have between 2 to 5 office bearers with the exact number to be fixed within these limits by approval of active volunteers purely by consensus. These limits may be changed by amendment of these Bylaws.

Section II: Duties

Role of the Coordinator 

To call the Working Committee and General meetings regularly as well as when desired on special occasions. 

To maintain contact with other ASHA Chapters and Representatives as well as other groups with similar objectives and to keep the Working Committee informed about their activities. 

Role of Secretary

To keep a record of the minutes of the meeting and prepare an update every month. This update should be made available to anybody interested in current ASHA activities.

See that all notices are duly given in accordance with the provisions of these Bylaws. Be custodian of the records of the organization

Role of the Treasurer 

To maintain accounts of all the donations collected in a database.

To coordinate the financial activity and be in touch with the ASHA-Wide Treasurer. All checks collected in the name of ASHA will first be photocopied or scanned to keep a record in the chapter's account and then be sent to the ASHA-Wide Treasurer. 

 Role of the Active Group

Anyone who significantly contributes to the running of ASHA for Education, University of Toledo Chapter activities will be part of the Active Group of volunteers. A member wishing to actively help ASHA for Education, University of Toledo Chapter will be assigned to one or more Working Committee. These members will be expected to attend most Working Committee and General body meetings. Decisions in Working Committee meetings will generally be made by consensus. If there is a conflict on a serious issue, only the Working Committee will resolve the issue. If there is a conflict within the Working Committee, a majority vote will be used to resolve the issue.

Section III: Terms of office:

Each officer shall hold office for a minimum term of one year. If the office bearer plans to relinquish his office he has to notify with three months of prior notice to the organization. All office bearers are volunteers and they will not be paid any compensation

Article IV: Quorum

Half of the total number of Active volunteers shall constitute a quorum at all working committee meetings. Any important decision taken on behalf of ASHA for Education, University of Toledo Chapter should be approved in a meeting with the quorum for the working committee present.

Article V: Maintenance of records
Minutes of all meetings, all documents related to ASHA for Education, University of Toledo Chapter must be posted on the ashaut_core@yahoogroups.com group or on the website of ASHA for Education, University of Toledo Chapter. Financial reports must be posted on the website every month.
