Constitution of the
ASHA for Education, University of Toledo Chapter

Article I: Name

The organization will be known as ASHA for Education, University of Toledo Chapter. This chapter of ASHA, affiliated to the University of Toledo is established under the non-profit public benefit corporation law for charitable purposes.  This chapter of ASHA is created in conformance with the regulations and policies of the university.

Article II: Purpose
       To help the cause of basic education for under-privileged children in India. Also, to support and cooperate with persons and groups already engaged in similar activities for providing wider support.
Article III: Membership
Membership is open to anyone who is interested in the cause of basic education for under-privileged children in India, including off-campus community members. We will not restrict membership based on race, color, national origin, sex, sexual orientation, religion, age or handicap. 
Article IV: Office Bearers

The core positions of the chapter are Coordinator, Secretary and the Treasurer. Other positions may be created if necessary by a consensus of the active members of the organization. Other officers are as described in the By-Laws.
Article V: Meetings

The group will meet once in two weeks. However, the coordinator of the chapter may call meetings of active members of the chapter as and when deemed necessary. Any issue must receive a majority of votes of attending members of the panel as described in the by-laws.

Article VI: Amendment of Constitution
Generally proposed constitutional amendments are not acted upon immediately. Amendments of constitution can be done by convening a meeting of all the active volunteers. For an amendment to be adopted all active volunteers should be present and the proposal has to be approved by a simple majority. No amendment to the Constitution or By-Laws shall be effective until a copy of the amendment has been filed with the faculty advisor and the Student Activities Office.
