Second Follow up by Siddamma: 

Killai:

On 24th reached Killai, we had meeting with fisherman community, which involves four villages (Kannagi Nagar, Pillaimedu, Chinnavoyil highly affected villages). We discussed about long-term livelihood with the peole along with Geetha (NAPM). In Killai, 450 fisherman families are residing.  

In Kannagi Nagar, 11 families are existing, 2 people died and one person is missing.  In Pillaimedu, 80 families are existing, 42 died and 6 were missing.  In Chinnavoyil, 58 families are existing, 15 died and 2 were missing.  All the three villages are now in Killai.

 This meeting mainly, people to come out with the resolution on Accomodation and Permanent Shelter.  All these affected people who are very unhappy the way the Government and NGO’s decide the scheme without people’s participation and which is not fit for them. Eg: The temporary shelter was designed and decided by NGO along with Government, they put up a temporary shelter covering plastic tent. People are not happy to live in the tent; reason is too hot and feeling of separation. 

Most of the people want to stay with the community people who are not affected by Tsunami.  Government made compulsion to stay in the temporary shelter.  So people stay in daytime and leave the place during night by removing the tent and stay with the community.  Community resolves and drafts the memorandum to the Collector. The main demand was that for all the affected people the Government has to purchase the land and make patta, hand over to the people.  As Central Government announced the scheme for housing to the Tsunami affected people Rs.50, 000 for each family.  The affected fisherman insisted Government to allot Rs.50, 000 along with NGO’s contribution for permanent shelter.  They also want compensation of boats and nets from the Government of the actual replacement (Boat for boat and nets for nets).  They also submitted the petition to the Collector who has not received any death compensation of eight families and 11 missing families.  The demands put forth by the people to the Collector along with Siddamma after the discussion with the community.

In the group, eight affected people including Kalaivani(XII) who has lost her family members (seven) including 4 children.  Collector showed interest to help Kalaivani to join University meeting all the expenses. Half an hour decision with Collector, we hope to get positive action from their side soon. I also discussed about youth position in affected area and told him to prevent tension among the youth to start a recreational, gym center and yoga for the youth who have lost their family members and livelihood. To make them involve in Sports and games to divert their minds.  3-5 members form a team to take in charge of recreational and gym centre.  The youth from Thiruvallar (Dalit and poor youth) supported by Bharathi Trust to participate in International Competition of Power Lifting in Russia. Out of 46 countries, Anbu has won gold medal on behalf of India, working in Railway and he is running a gym centre in Kakkaloor village in Thiruvallur District. Karunakaran and Anbu will be in charge for the gym center.  He has agreed to train the Killai youths to run the gym centre. Collector has come forward to allot a space and room to have a centre.  

We had one more meeting on 25th Jan with the community youths.  For livelihood they wanted to have computer-learning centre where they can develop their skills for secretary and clerical job in private sector.  So they want to learn computer along with Spoken English and skills in Office management.  Girls came with the ideas of tailoring centre for self-reliance. Government came forward to give a space for running the Centre.  Arasakumari who is a councilor in this village has come forward to give training and embroidery for the affected girls to start a tailoring unit.  There is no such centre in that area.  In tailoring centre they want to set up a small library and recreation centre.  

On 26th morning, we organized a mourning rally for the tsunami death people.  500 people participated and offered flower in the burial places for the dead persons.

After that I visited Irula villages namely Swamiyar Nagar and Shanmuga Nagar.  In Shanmuga Nagar, all these fisher people depending on only fishing. Five people died in this village.  One child is missing and no complaint was given till now.  No relief work reached there because it is very interior one.  Sarpam has given 20kg of rice and 2kg of dhal for each family. Through Sarpam, people represented the Collector for relief and rehabilitation.  They have great problem of livelihood.  The situation is same in  Swamiyar Nagar. No dead casuality but loss of property and livelihood.  The Sarpam has decided to have a hall meeting on 29th in Chidabaram to address the need of the Irula people who affected in the Tsunami and uncovered areas to the Government.  We are expecting 1000 Irula people to participate.
