Education Materials:


   On the month of April, Asha honor provided book sets and toys for the schools, we distributed in 5 schools, Students were very much benefited through education materials, In case it refresh the children from the Tsunami fear.  The staffs were helped the children to play and help them to read. Past one month we are getting feedback from the school Principals. And also Asha volunteers were also visited the Tsunami affected villages the attendees are: Jeba, Lokesh, Chandervel. Behalf of asha we supported the villages providing educational materials. Asha volunteers get suggestion on their visit to get detail survey report of each of the villages, according to their suggestions we were organizing the team to collect the details of every individual reports of the people in the villages. According to asha volunteers we had plan to get details of the villages through divided the animators in 4 villages to take a detail report of people’s loss of properties, need the job equipments and loss of death details were provided these details are collected through animators and through these reports asha volunteers made an analytical studies of   the villages. 

These tasks were satisfactorily done on the month of April.

   On the month of May:

There are 17 schools in that same village but we distributed educational materials for only 5 schools but 12 schools were left behind, because the reason behind is in month of May children got their summer holidays so they may get materials on July. Even though children also benefited by Story tellers and sharing playthings as been held.

Parents and teachers gave feedback about Tulika publish that books seems to be thinner and smaller but the stuff inside the books is enjoyable and interesting stories were excellent, they played a dramas from these stories book with help of animators.

Children were happy on playing material, parents were praised that these playthings helps them to learn by playing.  On the month of May the students are getting their summer holidays so the storytellers were help them to know the stories from the animator it held as activity centres their so all the students were benefited through provided book sets.

  On the month of June schools were reopened, our 3 animators were went to school to collected details of individual students from the help of their class teachers in Government schools, private schools and in higher secondary schools has to reduce or no pay of their fees because they may not be continue their future studies for the Tsunami affected children, they have brief detail of that survey.

 Tsunami affected children above poverty line are dalit, Irrular and other villages children were studying in panchayat schools. In these schools lack of basic education due to insufficient teachers, so some ngo’s came forward to do the task.  Even though there is no sufficient teacher in the villages.  We request asha honor to come forward to fulfill their needs. 

In the village Keelarkollai 55 families are Dalits were also fishermen and 17 Irrulars were there also need to help from asha honor.

On 10th April 2005 asha honor allocate some villages to collect the brief details of these villages affected by Tsunami. These 4 villages are following below:

· Perriyakuppam

· Azhikuppam

· Chinnakuppam

· Pazhanedukuppam

From 10th April to 17th of April, I visited 4 villages and took brief details of individual persons. We get cooperation with people, I involved with people as a part of their family members.  At 6 pm – 8pm I teach them night schooling.  

On 16-04-05 to 23-04-05 I collected statically report information about Government and ngo’s helps done for Tsunami. And also for young girls I’m planning for embroyding training.

24-04-05 to 30-04-05 we took door-to-door survey in Perriyakuppam village to know their individual problems facing by the people after Tsunami. And also I took survey regarding the population about their villages it includes women, men and children and also they need some employment opportunities to their villages.

On the month of May:
From 01-05-05 to10-05-05we took door-to-door survey in Chinnakuppam village to know their individual problems facing by the people after Tsunami. And also I took survey regarding the population about their villages it includes women, men and children 

From 10-05-05 to 15-05-05 we took door-to-door survey in Azhikuppam village to know their individual problems facing by the people after Tsunami. And also I took survey regarding the population about their villages it includes women, men and children and also we took separate survey about the information of loss of properties and their death tolls. From these survey we get the information about the self-help group held on their villages, in these villages women need to improve their livelihood through get loans for women to develop and fulfill their needs through self-help group. 

From 18-05-05 to 26-05-05 I focused on health education and also we teach the village children about their health issues and demonstrate some drama regarding the health issues.  With help of self-help groups we also gave some kind of medical facilities to the villages.   Due these dramas we sincerely say that people got awareness of the health and some village people very much motivated.  And also collected individual survey of every village. .

We working with youth people to form a youth groups in order to clean the roads and successfully done in all the villages. All the youth people came forward without any hesitation to do the task. And also we work with Tsunami affected school children to take out the fear of Tsunami we made some kind of dramas to the school children to refresh from the fear of Tsunami.  And also we work with all schools affected by Tsunami to get statistical information about individual student. For example, how many strength in schools? And which class they studying and which village they are coming from. And all the animators in Kancheepuram are willing to have asha honor pedestals in all the villages they are requesting the asha honor to have a board or Pedestals.

In few villages were indirectly affected by the Tsunami, their cultivation lands and prawn farming were destroyed by Tsunami so their no cultivation over their because of bad fertile soil.

The youth were energetic because they form the young fellow groups to come forward to do in their own villages, so they were eagerly gathered to form a youth team to clean the roads.

On the month of April 10th I joined in Asha honor, Coordinator allocated a separated few villages to look forward to get a detail information about individual peoples. I living in Chinnakuppam, so it’s easier to get survey as door-to-door report from that village. And few more villages also allocated to collect the detail survey about the villages.

I focusing the following villages as given below:

· ChinnaKuppam

· Perrunthuravu

Are these village I’m working to collect statistical data about these villages.

From 10-05-05 to 15-05-05 we focus 4 villages and visited to collect information about the villages, I teach the students for night schooling from 5pm-7.30pm.Dalit and Irrular students were also benefited through night study, from this nigh study they get basic education.

From 18-04-05 to 23-04-05 I visited Tsunami affected villages were fishermen get some help from few ngos. And also collect information about what other ngos were done their task. For some youth girls need embroiderer training in self-help groups for Tsunami affected peoples.

From 25-04-05 to 30-04-05 we took door-to-door survey in Muttukadu village. Through the survey we collected information that Self-employment equipment needs to them.  Because the village fishermen were scared go into sea they refuse, so some of fishermen community people said they need some self-employment equipments develop their livelihood.

On the month of May 02-05-05 to 07-05-05 In Paramankaanikuppam village, youth girls need embroider training through self-help group, and also I got statistical data about individual people population according to the questioner we collected the brief survey.

From 9-05-05 to 14-05-05 we collected data in the village Chinnakuppam I visited by door-to-door survey in the village.  And also women gathered into self-help groups asks their need as loan for self-employment and youth girls need embroider training in their villages.

From 16-05-05 to 21-05-05 in the village Perrunthuravukuppam survey has been taken. We collect information about the population of the village and major thing are jute-farming training is done in this villages through self-help group women. So they had self-employment to get earning and some old ladies also involved in that work so their hands were hurt.  

In these villages people gave a petition to Government but they ignored so people gathered to Government office and they protest against Government. Some food materials were distributed to refresh their mind by giving some amount for few people so some of the villages were benefited.

From 23-05-05 to 28-05-05 Cleanliness awareness also done, youth peoples were came forward to work with them. Weekly once every village affected by Tsunami, self-help groups came forward to do some dramas to get awareness towards the other villages. Through self-help group needs and awareness is growing in front of Tsunami affected villages.

On the month of April 10th, I joined in Asha honor team as an animator for Kancheepuram district.  Asha honor allocate some villages to collect the brief details of these villages affected by Tsunami. I collected official data and Coordinator allocated a few villages to look forward to get detail information about individual peoples, I work in Vadapattinam kuppam Village and we took door-to-door survey.

From 11-04-05 I visited Vadapattinam to get information about women group and youth people were response to us and also they said their problems facing by them.  Week to week we have meeting with them and also I taught them to have budget to run their families and they learned from me, they also utilized the accounts to run families, they said they are benefited through the planning to run their families.  

On 12th April 2005, I visited the schools and distributed the educational materials on behalf of asha provided book sets and toys for the schools. Students were very much benefited through education materials, the staffs were helped the children to play and help them to read.

On 13th April 2005 I started 8 am to collect the data about Thenpattinakuppam village I had statistical survey of women groups and they cooperated with us and then I visited the schools in Vadapattinam to teach the basic education for the children.

On 15th April 2005 I start visited Perriyakuppam village it belong to Kaddalore village in Kancheepuram. In this village we help the children to play and study the educational material provided by asha honor.   

On 16-04-05, I started at 9 am. We had meeting with the other animators and form network with them to have a discussion to collect all over details from animators. We gathered to discuss how far we covered and had group discussions to make teamwork. It helps us to get detail information about other villages in Kancheepuram.  

On  18th April 2005, I visited the Penuthuravu village to get brief survey.  I decided to form the youth groups in this village so I gathered them have a meeting, the meeting was held successfully. And then I visited Mugaiyur village and had meeting with Pachayat leaders to have cooperation with us.

On 19 – 04-05 at 8 am I started visits to the Mugaiyur colony village, and planned to have meeting with panchayat leaders and held well, I suggest them to have association to solve their problems in their village.

On 20-04-05 at 9 am. I visited Perunthuravu kuppam and had meeting with fishermen community to have an association, and also decided to have name for the fishermen community association.  I suggest having bank account for individual families to run their routine life and it helps them for their livelihood.

On 21-04-05 I help them to take a new account in Indian bank for them in the Vadapattinam village. Got the survey of women groups in this village.

On 22-04-05 I started visit to the Pudhunedukuppam, I had statistical survey of women groups and they cooperated with us and then I visited the schools in Pudhunedukuppam village.

On 23-04-05 I visited the Manjalvizhagam and I helps the women group to check the account maintained in Annai Treasa self-help group.

On 25-04-05 in Nedupattinamkuppam, I suggest them to have women self-help group in the village Nedupattinakuppam

On 29-04-05 in the village Vadapattinam kuppam, I visited to this village and had meeting with youth girls to have youth group and I taught them self-employment training for them.

REPORT FOR THE MONTH OF MAY:

On the month of May I visited Thenpattinamkuppam village and had meeting about their improvement in Vadapattinakuppam Evathur panchayat. On 3rd May 2005 I visited PerunthuravuKuppam to collect the photocopies of children during their school enjoying with books and toys and I submitted to the coordinator.

On 4th May I collected brief details about other ngos, and had details about help done by ngos.

And Asha volunteers were visited these villages, the attendees are Jebadurai, Chandervel and Lokesh were visited villages and they gave questioner and they suggest to collect data in detail and according to the questioner I had individual details of the people affected by the Tsunami.

Next day I started to Visit Vadapattinam and Pazhanedukuppam were cooperated with us, so it helps us to get door-to-door survey. And also we had meeting with panchayat leaders.

On 9th May I visited the Vadapattinam colony village, had meeting with Dalit people and gave counseling for them.  And also had meeting with ACDS office. On 23 –04-05 in Manjal Vizhagam village we had meeting with the people and we plan to get loan from the bank to help their livelihood.

On 24-05-05 we visited the Kattucolony and we create new account for women I self-help groups and also help to get loans from the Indian bank, so women self-help group is on process because they benefited.

On 27-05-05 I met panchayat leader Mr. Dhesingh and we consulted that about the motorboats and nets were distributed by some ngos these details were also collected by panchayat leader in the Vadapattinam village.

On 30- 05-05 I started visited in Pudhukuppam village to know the details of students notebooks and books. I met women self-help group leader and had meeting with them and also youth girls were interested in self-employment opportunities.
