1. Paramankanni Colony:



In this village, 50 families exist.  People are facing problem of livelihood in this area because 5 acres of agricultural land was infertile after Tsunami.  It is based on Dalit community where people depended on that agricultural land for work. So people are living without any occupation of fishing and agricultural work.  



In this area, 15 youth group found interested in vocational training.

In Seekanakuppam, two areas are found 1) M.G.R Nagar and 2)Sathya 

Nagar. In these areas, 180 families exist.  No dead ratio but heavy loss of property.  After Tsunami, lot of thefts took place.  People were well settled in these areas before Tsunami.  No agricultural works at present, the agricultural laborers are very much affected. 


One middle school is functioning with five teachers.  Children are going to school.
