Details:

1. Kaipanikuppam:



In the village, 250 families exist.  Forty houses completely damaged and all other houses were filled with water during tsunami hit.  Fifty boats were washed out and 47 boats broken need to be repaired.  No dead ratio in this village.  



Fifty children are going to Marakanam for High School (IX-XII) by a mini bus before. But after tsunami, there is no bus facility.  The mini bus is also not coming to the village.  Children are facing great difficulty in transportation to reach the school.

  

The community people suggested that they would stay away 500m in the temporary shelter in case of second warning of tsunami occurs.  It shows that people are not interested to leave the original location and stay in temporary shelter.  The main reason is occupation.



In the village, 20 youth (dropouts) found interested in vocational training.

Relief Work:

· All affected families got Rs.4000 and 60 kg of rice compensation from Government.

· Dalit Land Rights Movement (DLM), NGO gave 50 kg of rice bag for each family.

· PWC (People’s Welfare Centre), NGO gave 10 kg of rice totally to the village.

2. Thalagakadu/Muttukadu:


In Thalagakadu, 210 families and 175 families in Muttukadu.  People are facing livelihood problem due to heavy loss of property like 2000 goats and cows died in tsunami. Agricultural land (40 acres) got spoiled because of salt water entered into the field. It also affected the health of animals.  This village is based on Dalit community. 


In these villages, one government school is found upto V classes having one teacher to teach the children.

Relief Work:

· No Government interventions. No compensation was reached

· PWC (People’s Welfare Centre), NGO gave 10 kg of rice totally to the village.

3.Nochikuppam:


In this village, 165 families exist.  Before Tsunami hit, 75-group houses was constructed along the coastline where fisherman people stayed.  Those group houses completely washed out and 50 huts damaged.  People are facing problem of livelihood.  During Tsunami, 50 catamarans and 38 boats washed away.


Children are going to school in this area.  Thirty educated youth found interested in vocational training.

Relief Work:

· Government constructed 100 temporary shelters in this area

· PREPARE, NGO gave 1tone nets (1000kg) to these people.  But, now they are not using it because it is not sufficient for all.  So waiting for some more additional nets to distribute equally.

· PREPARE construction a community hall

· SAMSS provided rice bags and vessels

· CECODY started night schools, gave play materials for children and vitamin tablets.

4.Gonnimedukuppam:



In this village, 550 families exist and 300 houses completely damaged.  School is not functioning in this area.  Twenty-one people died in Tsunami in this particular village.  It is based on fisherman community.
Relief Work:

· All affected families got Rs.4000 and 60 kg of rice compensation from Government.

· People have sufficient provision for one month.

· Government constructed 200 temporary shelters in this area.

· Government provided a temporary shed as school near the main road.
